The Hotel, Saloon, Pueblo, and Depot are his handiwork, as is the floor in Rose’s Cantina.  He will be the first to tell you lots of people worked on those projects, and that is definitely the case.  But the concepts were his, and he built the facades in sections in his home workshop.
